The referenced memorandum established four new transportation accounts and provided 
the line of accounting associated with each accoun t. This memorandum corrects an error on the 
line of accounting that should be used when loading information onto shipping and billing 
systems. The correction is necessary to ensure accurate information is used when processing 
transportation charges associated with the FMS and Pseudo FMS programs.
